CANADIAN STAFF IN SWITZERLAND

On October 16 of this year
the Canadian, Freedom and
Christ staff will be saying fare-
well to Linda and Ed Smith as
they head to Switzerland for
five weeks. God has opened
the door for them to travel to
various community centers
and churches to share the
“Spiritual Protection For Your-
Children” workshop that they
have been designing. This
four hour workshop will be
told in context with the story
of their daughter Cheri. Ed
and Linda’s support letter
explains that, “In June of
1990 our daughter Cheri was
murdered on the streets of
Victoria BC. After this tragic
event we knew that God was
leading us to share the story
of how a healthy girl, raised in
a loving Christian home, could
be lured into prostitution and
seemingly turn her back on
everything she had been
taught. We told God that if He
opened the doors, then we
would be willing to tell Cheri’s
story wherever He asked us to

go. God has been faithful! He
has allowed us to share Cheri’'s
story to thousands of people in
many areas of Canada. Most of
these presentations have been
to school children warning
them of the dangers of the
street.

The letter continues “Because
most of these opportunities to

speak ( over 600 times) were in

schools, we have been unable
to share the real heart of our
story about Cheri, which is how
God sustained us during the
difficult time of Cheri’s prostitu-
tion and death and what He
has shown us about the spiri-
tual battle that is going on for
the lives of our children. We
now have an opportunity to
share this part of our story. In
August of 2002, we began to
work with Freedom in Christ
(FIC) Canada. Using what we
have learned from Cheri’s life
and FIC material, we have de-
veloped a workshop entitled
“Spiritual Protection For Your
Children” In this workshop we
help parents exercise the spiri-

WALKING IN FREEDOM DEVOTIONAL

This month’s back page
devotional comes from Neil
Anderson and Rich Miller’s
21 day devotional book
called “Walking in Free-
dom.” The following ex-
cerpt is taken from Day
Four of the Study and is
titled:

“Holy, Holy, Holy” :The Truth

About Freedom:

Scripture Reading-
Ephesians 4

The revelation of Scrip-
ture, makes it clear that the
most striking attribute of
God, the one characteristic
of Him that arrests the at-
tention of those that see
Him, is that He is holy. We
must return to a biblical
understanding of the holi-
ness of God. . .

In essence, living free in
Christ means living according
to who we really are as chil-
dren of God. When our be-
havior as Christians lines up
with our identity as holy ones
(saints) filled with the Holy
Spirit, we experience free-
dom. When we live a fleshly
or worldly identity instead,
we get trapped in sin. Paul’s
second letter to the Corin-
thians reveals this truth:

For we are a temple of the
living God; just as God said,
“I will dwell in them and walk
among them; and | will be
their God, and they shall be
My people. Therefore, come
out from their midst and be
separate,” says the Lord.
“And do not touch what is
unclean; and | will welcome
you. And | will be your father
to you, and you shall be sons

and daughters to Me, “ says
the Lord Almighty. Therefore,
having these promises, be-
loved, let us cleanse our-
selves from all defilement of
flesh and spirit, perfecting
holiness in the fear of God (2
Cor. 6:16-7:1).

We fear God the Lord when
we live with the conscious
awareness of an omnipotent,
omniscient and holy God. It
springs from a deep reveren-
tial awe of Him, resulting in a
life that hates sin and loves
righteousness. It is the pur-
suit of holiness, seeking to
work out the salvation that
God has already worked in
us (see Phil 2:12, 13)
through the enabling power
of the Holy Sprit. It is the life
of a saint. It is the life of
Freedom.
